Informative Speech Requirements

1. You must have a visual aid that YOU USE during your speech.  Do not wait until the end of your speech to use the visual.  It is supposed to be used to ENHANCE your speech.  It could be a poster, powerpoint, part of a movie/documentary, brochure, handout that YOU make, etc.
2. You must have FIVE SOURCES mentioned in your speech.  ONE of the sources needs to be from either a book, magazine, or newspaper.  It should NOT be from the Internet.  The other four sources can be either internet or books, articles, etc.  EBSCO is a good place to start.  
3. You must PRINT THE ARTICLES you will be using, turn them in, and HIGHLIGHT the information you will be USING.  Do not highlight every sentence!  You are limited to how much you can highlight.  You can only have a  minimum of 5 sentences and a maximum of 10 sentences.  (Too many of you go highlighter crazy!)

4. You must cite your sources IN YOUR SPEECH so that I know where you received this information.  It will be what you have already highlighted.  

5. You will be presenting your speech from YOUR OUTLINE!  It needs to be detailed and typed out.  Failure to type it results in lost points. 
6. You must turn in all of your sources, your outline, and a works cited page AT THE SAME TIME.  Do not turn in your speech outline one day and the other material the next.  I will not accept it.  

7. Your speech needs to be 5-7 minutes in length.  Do not go over.  Do not go under.  Points will be deducted.  YOU MUST PRACTICE!
8. There will be no repeated topics.  As soon as you know your topic, please inform me.  Please have a couple in mind just in case.  List of topics is to help you get some ideas.  They do not have to be done!  If you know about something that you’d like to present on, just let me know so I can approve it.  
9. Dress will also be considered during this speech.  I expect you to look your best!  

10. These will be recorded so you can see yourself before you present the persuasive speech.
