OPTION 1:

Requirements:

1.  You need a visual aid with pictures of you. 

2.  There are three main areas of this speech.

a.  Past= your life up to this time, where you were born, where you grew up, your family, brothers and sisters, where your family has lived, etc. in chronological order

b.  Present= Who are you now?  What are your likes, dislikes, personal beliefs, morals, values, goals, significant people in your life, work ethic, jobs, extra curricular activities, personality traits, etc.

c.  Future= Predict the future.  What will you be doing in 5 yrs., 10 yrs., and 15 yrs.?  Explain in detail your family life, where you will be living at each stage, your age, your job, etc.

3.  Your introduction should catch our attention immediately:  good ideas to use:  rhetorical question, quote, song lyrics, interesting story, startling statistic.

4.  Conclusion sums up your main ideas in your speech.  It is longer than 1 sentence!!!!! IT should be four or five at least.  

5.  Stance and posture.  Stand up straight and move only when you plan to.  Don’t dance with podium.

6.  Eye contact is a must.  You will have your manuscript, but it should almost be memorized so that you are not just reading to us.

7.  Vocal tones/rate/pitch/emphasis---I will be looking for this one especially in this speech.  You need to raise and lower your voice, emphasize certain words, events in your life, etc. No more monotone!!!!!!!!

8.  Time:  6-9 minutes.  You must meet the time frame in order to not lose points on your evaluation.  Practice, practice, practice.

1.  Present or display to us a talent that you possess.  Examples:  playing the guitar, art, singing a song, acting out a piece, etc.  Please do NOT do this if you are “American Idol” ish on the first shows of the season!  (
2. Have an introduction, body (the playing part) and conclusion to sum up and introduce what you are going to show us.  

3. State your reasons for learning to play/draw or do whatever you are doing.  

4. Explain what you chose to present (material, piece, artwork) and why you chose that instead of any other form of art, song, piece. 
DELIVERY:  

5. Stance and posture.  Stand up straight and move only when you plan to.  Don’t dance with podium.  Gestures practiced to go along with piece.  

6. Eye contact is a must.  I understand you will be performing, but you also must look at your audience.

7. Vocal tones/rate/pitch/emphasis on your introduction and conclusion mainly.  Depends on what you show us as a talent whether you speak a lot or not.  

8.   Time:  6-9 minutes.  You must meet the time frame in order to not lose points on your evaluation.  Practice, practice, practice.
